Scholarship Requirements and Organizational Policy

1. Scholarships are awarded based on available funding and sectional needs of the organization.

2. Scholarship recipients are expected to sing with the BeckRidge Chorale for a complete concert
year commencing in September and concluding in early May.

3. Scholarships recipients are permitted six absences during the concert year but must attend all
dress rehearsals and performances.

4. Scholarship awards will be paid directly to the college/university after the recipient has met all
requirements and at the conclusion of the concert year and the beginning of the school year.

5. Awards for High School students will be withheld until the student has been accepted and
registered at a university or college. Awards will be paid directly to the college or university.
The maximum payment per year is $1000.00. If for example, the student sings with the
BeckRidge Chorale for two years, a $1000.00 payment will be made in both their freshman
and sophomore years.

6. Payments will only be made to a college or university in the name of the student. If a
student decides not to attend college or withdraws, he/she forfeits any existing or remaining
award monies.

7. Scholarship recipients asked to leave the organization for any reason, forfeit any existing or
remaining award monies.

8. Scholarship recipients who, based on pre-arranged availability, sing only half of a concert
year, concluding with either the December or spring concert shall be awarded a $500.00
scholarship. Payment will be made as specified above.
