Due to broad-based community interest and support, in January 2008 St. Louis was selected by KIPP as its only new national expansion site for a 2009 school opening.  KIPP St. Louis aims to transform the urban public education landscape in St. Louis.  Ultimately, it is planned that KIPP St. Louis will open five schools, with the first being a middle school in 2009.  KIPP St. Louis is currently focused on recruiting extraordinary educators to serve as the founding fifth-grade teaching staff.  KIPP St. Louis has also begun the open-enrollment period for fifth-grade students to be the inaugural class of the middle school opening this summer.
