MFB Implements Strategic Plan

Directors has considered its

long term direction as a
501(c)(3) non-profit arts organization and
resident company of Coleman Dance
Academy. A Strategic Planning session
held in the Spring of 2007 identified three
directions:

I) hiring an Executive Director,

2) identifying additional staff (preferably

a second full-time teacher) and

3) increasing facility space.

Over the past season, three Board
sub-committees continued to work on
each area. In addition, Judy Coleman,
owner of Coleman Dance Academy, decid-
ed to close her studio June 30, 2008.
MFB’s Board of Directors subsequently
voted in April to take over class instruc-
tion and offer dance training through the
School of MFB. New brochures for the
school have been developed and distri-
buted.

For some time, the MFB Board of

A PROPOSED BUDGET for
2008-09 combining the school income and
expenses with MFB has been developed
and approved. Overall, it is hoped that
this change will help clarify confusion over
the relationship of the private studio and

non-profit organization (though it is impor-
tant to note that fees for instruction and
training through the school are separate from
MFB membership and sponsorships and are
not a tax-deductible expense.)

IMPLEMENTING THE FIRST
of the three proposed directions for the
organization, the Board of Directors is
pleased to announce the hiring of Jan St.
Hilaire as full-time Executive Director
effective August 4. She joins Kacey
Kreitz, Administrative Assistant, to work
out of the MFB office in the downtown
Community National Bank building, 401
W.Texas Avenue, Suite 510.

MFB has different sites for storing
props and sets plus other space for cos-
tume storage and yet again separate
office/meeting space and studio space in
different locations. Combining all into one
facility would be ideal, yet as a non-profit
organization, cost is a major factor.
