We treat all applications in the strictest confidence and comply, as appropriate, with the requirements of the Data Protection Act; details of our policy are available on request.  

BCHA has very few vacancies each year but we do aim to offer accommodation to all accepted applicants within 18 months of joining our list.  The time spent on the waiting list may be longer than 18 months if you are seeking a particular scheme or ground floor accommodation.  We would recommend that you contact other housing associations in the area and attach a list for your guidance.
In order to qualify for the housing list you must have a housing need as defined in our Allocations Policy (summary available on request).  Please note, we do not have any family sized accommodation.

Housing and Immigration laws state the circumstances in which some people are ineligible to be considered for housing.  For example, those who are not habitually resident in this country.  Further details are available on request.
