Daily Prayers and Scripture Meditations

Weet: 1

Day 1 Wednesday, February 17

Father, we pray for strength and power from the Holy Spirit to sustain us in our commitment to
this season of prayer and fasting. We come before you saying that we trust you and the plans
that you have for our lives. We walk by faith and stand in anticipation of all that you will
manifest in us, thru us, and in the life of this ministry. God’s Prayer Promise: “We have this
confidence before God and receive from Him anything we ask, because we obey His commands
and do what pleases him.” (1 John 3:21-22)

Day 2 Thursday, February 18
