Since moving to our Prairie Village campus in the fall of 1986, a lot of 

changes have taken place. 

The building has been upgraded and a new gym was completed in 2000.  

Last summer the parking lot was expanded to handle the growth in the 

high school. Our middle school, located at the Oak Grove Baptist Church 

school, is in Kansas City, KS just across the county line. This site allows 

our 100 middle school students to have their own place.  

Recently, we opened a south Johnson County campus on 10 acres of land 

located at the corner of 133rd and Nall. We are completing our first year at this location with Preschool and Kindergarten. 

Next school year we plan to add 1st grade at this campus. Our plan is to build a new K -8 

building on this site in the near future.  

In a cooperative effort with two other schools, we are planning to build a regional high 

school at 135th and Quivira.  

The Lord continues to bless us with great families and increased enrollment.  In five years, 

if the Lord wills, we will be in two new facilities.

Nick Anning took fourth place at the 

cross country championship meet in 

Wamego.  The team came in eighth 

out of 64 schools in the 3A Division.

The #1 singles player Brad Brooks and 

the #1 doubles team of Eric White 

and Matt Steadman will be playing in 

the state championship on May 15 and 

16 in Wichita.

We are co -oping the 

program with Maranatha Academy.  

State playoffs  begin the week of May 

18, 2009. 

Our track team is doing very well 

considering we only have 16  

participants this year.  Even though 

the numbers are down, the quality of 

performance is excellent and we 

anticipate that many of these  

athletes will qualify for state at their 

regional meet on May 22 and 23. 

Golf continues to do well and  

anticipate a shot at the state title on 

Memorial Day.
