More Quilt Lingoé

x  grain--the direction of the fabric, along the warp and weft threads. When aligni
templates With the grain" they need to be parallel to the warp, or length of the
yardage.

x  griege-- from the French "grege" (raw silk) and the Italian "greggio"” (grey), als
called "gray goods" it refers to woven textiles as they come from the loom, befor
they are dyed or printed and sold as finished goods. Also spelled greige.

x  lap quilting--a method of completing the finish quilting one block at a time and the
assembling the finished quilt from thoseorglted squares. Squares are quilted inlsma
lap frames rather than large ones.

x  loft --a reference to the thickness and resilience of batting. A high loft batting is
thicker and fluffier than low loft batting.
