Never Lose Your Tools!

To help keep your things from being permanently "borrowed" after a class, workshop pr 
meeting, use those free junk mail, charity address labels to label all your tools and 
supplies!

Chain Piecing

When you are chain piecing, you will initially waste some time and
thread by holding the tails of thread as you start sewing on your 
first set of patches. To combat this problem, you can use a small 
square of fabric (2"x2" or so) as your "starter" and "ender." 

Once you're done with your first chain, sew through your 2x2 square. 
(Fold it in half before sewing through it so you'll have two 
layers.) Stop about halfway through the scrap square. Cut off your 
finished chain, finger press, etc. When you go to start your next 
chain, your scrap square will still be in your machine, so you can 
continue sewing starting there rather than having to hold the tails!
When you get to the end of your next chain, clip the scrap square 
off the beginning of the chain and add it to the end, stopping in 
the middle like you did before. Repeat as necessary.

Quilt Lingo

Are you finding yourself baffled during meetings and at workshops when you 
hear about fat quarters, batting and squishy? Well fat quarter is NOT an unkind 
comment on the shape of your thighs. Moreover, we do not use wood for 
batting. We certainly don't mean how old diapers feel when we talk about 
squishies. Here's a glossary to help all those wanting to learn quilt-talk! 

�™ Appliqué --a piecing process using small cut-outs of fabric, which are then sewn 
onto a background fabric in a decorative design. Typically, intricate and curved 
floral and animal motifs are used. 

�™ Album --1. a quilt, often appliquéd, with designs symbolic to the maker or 
recipient pieced into each block. 2. A quilt made from blocks, which have been 
signed, by friends or family members of the maker or the recipient (also called a 
signature quilt). 

�™ Amish --pertaining to the quilts made by religious cultures of eastern 
Pennsylvania and the Midwest. Typical of this style are dark rich fabrics, always 
solids, the heavy use of black as a background, striking geometric patterns, and 
wide, plain borders.

PERKIOMEN NINE PATCH 
Bettina Havig. Bettina is a nationally recognized lecturer

This interesting variation of the classic nine patch quilt is a tradition in the Perk omen
Valley of Pennsylvania. While it has the simplicity of a nine patch, it encompasses the 
flexibility of log cabin. The setting possibilities abound. Fabric selection is key to the 
success of the quilt. Color is secondary to the importance of the values of the hues. 
Emphasis is placed on contrast. The block size makes it possible to include many 
different scales and colors so long as contrast is preserved. 

Techniques include rotary cutting, machine piecing and set planning. The workshop 
will cover the block construction and a significant start toward enough blocks for a 
bed quilt (or you can quit with a wall hanging or crib size).
