Certainly the prophets believed God spoke
through them.

e 2 Timothy 3:16 All scriptureis given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine,
for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:

And the LORD
said unto me, Behold, | have put my words in thy mouth.

. TheBibleclaimsthat it containsno errors. It isinerrant. There are no mistakesin any of its
parts.

e Psalms 19:7 The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the
LORD is sure, making wise the ssimple.

e Proverbs 30:5 Every word of God is pure: heis a shield unto them that put their trust in
him.

e Psalms 12:6 The words of the LORD are pure words. as silver tried in a furnace of earth,
purified seven times.

. The Bible says of itself that its words cannot be broken. It is infalible. It will not read
anyone who reads it astray.

e John 10:35 If he called them gods, unto whom the word of God came, and the Scripture
cannot be broken;

e Matthew 5:18 For verily | say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle
shall in no wise pass fromthe law, till all be fulfilled.

. The Bible claims it can be comprehended. While some parts of the Bible are "hard to
understand” (2 Peter 3:16) it is clear and can be understood by the ordinary Christians
regardless of human intelligence or academic achievement. Even children can understand
doctrinal truths for parents are commanded to teach the Scriptures to their children.



e Deuteronomy 6:6-7 And these words, which | command thee this day, shall be in thine
heart: 7 And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of them
when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest
down, and when thou risest up.
