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GAME AND FISH REOPENS ELK SEASON IN AREA 116 
HULETT – Elk hunters with unused licenses for elk area 116 have one more opportunity to harvest an elk, thanks to an emergency ruling by the Game and Fish Commission to reopen the season until Jan. 31, 2010. The special season is open to those holding unused area 116 type 1, type 4 and type 6 elk licenses. During this special season these licenses will be valid for antlerless elk in hunt area 116. Unused means you have not harvested your elk yet. 

“We had a limited elk harvest this year and now we have some serious winter conditions with deep snow and cold temperatures. Elk are moving on to private lands and are causing damage to stored hay,” said Sundance Game Warden Christ Teter. “We’re reopening this season to give hunters an opportunity to come in and remove some of these animals.”  The 2009 season in elk area 116 (Bear Lodge) ran from Oct. 15 to Dec. 15 and resulted in poor harvest due to few elk being found on public lands. Reopening the elk season will augment antlerless elk harvest and help meet management objectives. 

Several landowners have agreed to provide access to their land for this special season. Hunters must get permission from landowners prior to hunting and can contact the Casper Game and Fish office at (307) 473-3400 or Sundance Game Warden Chris Teter at (307) 283-1276 for a list of cooperating landowner names and phone numbers. 
Hunters are reminded that they will need to purchase a 2010 conservation stamp prior to this hunt as the 2009 stamp has expired.
