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A FAITH TESTIMONY  by Elaine Turcotte  

  

 

 You have heard it before and hopefully you feel it too.  There is something very special about the people in 
this church.  Temple folk are filled with the Holy Spirit and are living out Christõs love.  So deep is that feeling at 
Temple, I believe that most of you are carrying that over into your daily lives.  As I am writing this, I am imagining 
your smiling faces in the sanctuary, in the fellowship hall, or around the church.  Simply put- it makes me smile to 
think of you.  Iõm not usually one to say much, but I love what you bring to this church and add to our community. 

 I donõt remember much about the very first time I came to Temple, but I do remember being greeted and 
genuinely feeling welcomed.  Whenever I came back, there were certain people that remembered me, and made a 
point to remark that it was good to see me again.  Itõs easy to underestimate, or forget, how such a simple thing can 
make a difference to people.  Itõs twenty-one years later and those moments still stand out. God help us not lose 
sight of the new people among us and take a moment to greet them. We honor those that reached out to us, and 
made us feel welcome and included, when we do the same for others.  I tell you - nothing makes my day, like a 
warm greeting from someone from Temple! 

 It means so much to me to be connected to a community of people who are genuinely walking the walk; 
doing Godõs work not just in church, but daily out in the world.  I grew up Christian, and have been going to a 
church since before I was born.  I have been fortunate to have always known who Jesus was, to have always loved 
God, and been aware of the Holy Spirit working in my life.  But as I grew older I held God responsible, and wres-
tled with Him for years, about the churches and religions and people hurting each other in His name.  Although I 
knew good people doing good work, overall I developed a deep distrust and skepticism.  Then I came to Temple, 
and as my connections to the people here grew through fellowship and small groups, I experienced a very different 
Christian community - one focused on following Christ rather than on judging people.  It has been exciting and 
engaging.  Just this week a little light bulb went on as I thought about the integrity of this community, and I re-
flected on a conversation from my small group.  I suddenly realized that I am still holding on to that old distrust, 
but I donõt want to any more!  Itõs no longer protecting me from hypocrisy, now it is just a barrier to people like 
you that I respect and appreciate and have come to trust very much.  (Somewhere I think I just heard the Holy 
Spirit say, òDoh!ó :P ) 

 In all seriousness, please say a prayer for me about this.  When it is appropriate, when I am asked, or when 
I have something to share, let me be fully present, and consciously knock down those old walls, to foster a deeper 
trust between us.   

 For my part, this year started out all about trust.  Two years ago my coworkers and I all agreed to take a 
20% salary cut rather than let anyone go.  What a blessing itõs been to still have a job!  As time passed, money got 
tighter until it reached a breaking point for me in December. Come January my finances were completely upside 
down. I owed twice as much as my salary, and I had no other money coming in until February.  After a panic attack 
thinking about all the worst-case scenarios, I forced myself to stop and focus on how much I still had to be thank-
ful for.  In reality, even though I was overwhelmed, I was a long, long way from having any right to feel sorry for 
myself. 

 I had been setting a little money aside each month to pay for work on my car and for DMV fees. Finally, at 
the end of December, I couldnõt put those expenses off any longer.  For some time Iõd noticed gas fumes.  I figured 
it was a broken seal somewhere.  It wasnõt affecting the running of the car, but the youth ski trip was in January.  I 
did not want to back out of my promise to chaperone, so I had to take care of these things before I drove the kids 
to Tahoe.  I laugh when I think what I thought it would cost.  Turns out it was a broken plastic seal, but in order to 
get to it, the mechanic (a very honest man) had to disassemble all the under workings of my car!  Actually, they had 
to do that twice ð thank God I only had to pay once!  Naturally, parts dealers donõt sell just the connector portion 

of the fuel pump, so my mechanic had to replace the whole fuel pump.  I was not prepared for a bill of that time 
and magnitude, but there it was - payable upon receipt.   
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Committed to pay for the repairs, powerless to change the numbers, and feeling numb, I prayed about what to 
do.  In the past, I would have scrambled to ask for help, or asked for an advance, but money was already tight 
so I did not want to borrow money.  That only prolongs the pain.  Newly committed to following Jesus, and 
actively pondering what it means to be a Kingdom Person like Jesus spoke of; I realized there was this other 
radical option - Trust God.  (Honestly, that sounds a lot easier when someone else is doing it.)  But here I am 
on this path - that I am not sure yet where itõs leading.  Iõm studying because after forty years of going to 
church, Iõve suddenly become aware that there is a deeper spiritual connection to God available than I ever 
understood or was willing to pursue - and now my soul is craving that!   Iõm shaking my head and laughing at 
myself, because I never talk like this.  Trust.  It just dawned on me that Iõve lived my life thinking people could 
take everything else away from me, but they could never take my soul.  Thatõs what Iõve so carefully barricaded 
in, until the only light that could come in was straight from above.   

 Thereõs a passage from the òKingdom Peopleó book about working on your own spiritual transfor-
mation.  òCaterpillars must make their own cocoons for the transformation. This implies that a decision is 
made at a specific point in time.  Then caterpillars must be very still in a very active way inside the cocoon 
while changing.  Time is required.  Finally, there is the hard work of emerging from the cocoon.  If at this 
stage the soon-to-be butterfly is helped out of the cocoon rather than having to work itself to be released, it 
will die.  It is in the struggle of emerging that its wing sacs are filled with air and its wings develop the strength 
to fly.ó  

 My test in January was to live in trust and not try to work things out myself.  At the end of December, 
this felt like it would be a HUGE test of faith, but mostly that was fear of the unknown.  Imagine what must 
be going on to that poor caterpillar!  Then suddenly one day it can fly.  Get over the fear and trust God.  Get-
ting through something isnõt what we should be focused on.  God already has everything in hand.  Our chal-
lenge is to be still and tap into Christõs love. 

 January turned out to be one of the best months in a long time.  Someone whoõs been indebted to 
me, stepped in and paid the entire rent, which was a really positive experience for both of us.  My car is now 
fixed and my registration is up to date- both of which are a relief.  Chaperoning the youth ski trip was really a 
gift to me of time ð with the youth and their music, with the other adults, skiing, skating, and enjoying the 
beauty of Tahoe in winter.  Plus I got to see my dad when we stopped in Auburn briefly on the drive home.  
Then at the end of the month my company announced they were bringing me back up to full salary.  And that 
means é I will be able to double my pledge to actually tithe, and still have a little extra to start repairing my 
finances.  What can I say to that but - Thank God!  And thank God to all of you for your support.  You ease 
my burdens and multiply my joy. The harmony of your words, actions and intentions resonate and ring true, 
such that walls can come tumbling down.
