Background in Construction Management Productivity Education, Research, and Consulting 

Education

1. Dr. Borcherding developed the nationwide National Electrical Contractors Association Field Manager’s three-day short course on construction productivity improvement through more effective field supervision.  His PhD dissertation was re-titled “Effective Utilization of Manpower in Construction,” and became the text for this course.

2. He was requested to author the tenth unit of the Associated General Contractors' Superintendent Training & Program on Construction Productivity Improvement. This program is taught in ten sessions across the country.

3. He developed the Advanced Management Research International’s seminar “Breakthroughs in Construction Productivity.” 

4. He gave a nationwide series of workshops, symposiums, and lectures in Australia on “Improving the Utilization of Human Resources in Construction.” Over 900 individuals representing owners, contractors, engineers, government, and labor attended the presentations during the lecture tour.

5. The University of Texas at Austin short courses on CPM Planning, Scheduling, and Control (since 1974), Construction Productivity Measurements (since 1981), and Construction Claims: How to Prevent and Prove Them (since 1983) were developed and taught by Dr. Borcherding.

6. Additional short courses including: “Managing for Productivity” and “Construction Motivation & Productivity,” as well as others have been taught across the country.

7. He conducted the Construction Productivity Improvement classes for the South African Construction Executive Program.

8. He developed and is a faculty member for the Mechanical Contractors Association of American Project Management Institute. He is also one of the two presenters for the MCAA Claims Avoidance and Resolution Seminar.

9. He participated in the Construction Industry Institute’s project management short courses by teaching the modules on productivity measurement and performance management at the University of Texas at Austin and Arizona State University.

10. He developed and taught short courses on Dispute Avoidance for the Lifelong Engineering Education at the University of Texas.

Research

1. Dr. Borcherding conducted two Department of Energy sponsored research studies:

(1) Research Needs to Overcome Delays in Nuclear Power Plant Construction

(2) Determination of Factors Influencing the Motivation and Productivity of the Lower Level Work Force on Large Energy Production Construction Projects

Four reports from the two studies referenced in his list of published reports.

2. He was the principal investigator and a committee member of the Business Roundtable Construction Industry Cost Effectiveness Team on Improving Construction Worker Motivation.

3. He participated in a continuing research program with Texaco to understand design delays and utilize quality circles within the owner’s engineering staff and the engineering contractor on a refinery expansion project.

4. He has conducted statistical studies of nuclear power plant cost, schedule and productivity trends plus understanding the adverse effects of regulations and other factors on power plant construction.

5. Students conducting studies of time-lapse film and characteristics of productive foremen on a Texaco Refinery Expansion Project were supervised by Dr. Borcherding.

6. A study of the Influence of Overtime & Shiftwork on Productivity for the Construction Industry Institute has been completed.

7. He concluded his participation in the Construction Industry Institute Task Committee on Construction Productivity Measurement when the committee ended in August 1988.

8. He participated in the Construction Industry Institute Task Committee on Construction Claims Avoidance.

9. He is assisting with the Work Force Management Program of the University Of Texas Sloan Center Of Construction Excellence. The research required investigating projects and utilizing innovative techniques to improve productivity.

Consulting

1. Dr. Borcherding has participated in the development, implementation, and evaluation of over 40 programs to encourage construction productivity improvement. These improvement programs emphasized better planning, training, and communications for construction managers and supervisors. Craftsmen and foremen questionnaires and interview studies were conducted on the improvement projects prior to initiating improvement programs. The surveys determine constraints that adversely influence productivity and motivation.

2. The State of Washington Legislature requested that Dr. Borcherding conduct an evaluation of the Washington Public Power Supply Systems Nuclear Projects in Hanford and Elma, Washington. A productivity analysis of the projects was conducted and he developed a monitoring system to relate unit rates and craftsman delays. He testified to the Senate Committee on Energy and Utilities investigating cost overruns and schedule delays on the Supply System’s nuclear plants. In the following year, he was requested to examine the cost projections of the Washington Public Power Supply System Nuclear Projects 4 & 5, plus determining the feasibility of continuing, deferral or cancellation of these nuclear plants.

3. By evaluating productivity data from nuclear and fossil power plants under construction between 1975-1985, trends of manhour/unit, manual manhours/kilowatt, and nonmanual manhours/kilowatt for electrical work were developed. This study was expanded to include civil and mechanical commodity productivity trends.

4. He has appeared as an expert witness in 31 arbitration hearings, 13 court cases, 5 government appeals court hearings, 2 mini-trials, 19 mediations,

      4 nuclear plant prudency evaluations, 2 utility rate increase hearings,  

      2 National Labor Relations Board Court hearings, 1 dispute review board

      and 2 videotape testimony. His testimony is usually based upon an 

      investigation of factors adversely influencing productivity and quantification of 

      the losses. He also has been a neutral arbitrator in one case. The following

      list of the projects studied indicates whether there was testimony or a report   

      was written.
