Today, CCCS works through 190 project sites worldwide and 
brings the life changing opportunities of education to over 
17,000 children, many who would not otherwise receive an 
education. Many CCCS schools have been recognized for their 
excellence in education through their national educational systems.  

Jesus 
repeatedly urges parents and leaders to include and value children in 
church ministry. The Holy Spirit works through students to reach 
entire families and communities; annual CCCS country reports 
continually affirm this fact.

With Jesus, other gods are no longer needed. Prior to the 
building of the CCCS supported Lutheran school in 
Baniarcher, Krishno and her family were Hindu. In their 
house were statues of various Hindu gods, prominently 
displayed and worshipped by the family. Shortly after 
attending the CCCS school, Krishno began to attend the 
church worship services at the Lutheran Church connected 
to the school.  
A bright child who is open and honest in her observations and comments, Krishno came to some very 
clear conclusions about the Christian faith in relation to the Hindu faith. Specifically, she began to 
compare what she saw in Christian worship and worship practices she had grown up with in her own 
home. Krishno became disillusioned with the likenesses of gods such as Kail and Krishna which her 
family prayed to in their home. She shared openly with her parents what she began to feel about idol 
worship and told her parents, �³�,���G�R�Q�¶�W���O�L�N�H���W�K�H�V�H���V�W�D�W�X�H�V�����$���V�W�D�W�X�H���L�V���Q�R�W�K�L�Q�J�² it has no life.  A 
statue is made out of clay from the ground. But in the worship services at the Christian 
church there are no statues. Instead, it makes me feel good inside �² it is the Spirit of God 
which speaks to me and gives me this good feeling. I believe that Christianity is the true

Shortly after making these statements, Krishno persuaded her mother and father to come to the church, 
too. The parents themselves later stated, ñWe see now that Hinduism didnôt offer us anything that 
actually helped us in our life. But through the church, we have come to know the true God through 
Jesus. This, combined with the practical help the church gave us, really helped us see that Christianity is 
the true religion. Krishno, her parents and her whole family were baptized as Christians and now serve 
God in the Lutheran Church.
