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Obsessed With Christ
How do you make Christ look great?  By experiencing Christ as such a treasure that everything else is as nothing!  Money, food, hobbies, possessions, family, friends, jobs all as loss compared to Christ!
Obsessed:  “To have our minds excessively preoccupied with an emotion or topic”

I. Christ as Most Valuable

Philippians 3:7-10 7 But whatever gain I had, I counted as loss for the sake of Christ. 8 Indeed, I count everything as loss because of the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For his sake I have suffered the loss of all things and count them as rubbish, in order that I may gain Christ 9 and be found in him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but that which comes through faith in Christ, the righteousness from God that depends on faith— 10 that I may know him and the power of his resurrection, and may share his sufferings, becoming like him in his death,

Psalm 63:1-5 O God, you are my God; earnestly I seek you; my soul thirsts for you; my flesh faints for you, as in a dry and weary land where there is no water. 2 So I have looked upon you in the sanctuary beholding your power and glory. 3 Because your steadfast love is better than life, my lips will praise you.  4 So I will bless you as long as I live; in your name I will lift up my hands. 5 My soul will be satisfied as with fat and rich food, and my mouth will praise you with joyful lips,
Romans 8:39 39 nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Matthew 16:24-25 24 Then Jesus told his disciples, “If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross and follow me. 25 For whoever would save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will find it.
Luke 14:33 33 So therefore, any one of you who does not renounce all that he has cannot be my disciple.
Christ’s love is better than life, everything is as loss compared to Him, His love is unfailing, covenant bearing, steady and unchanging.
II. We are ambassadors of Christ

1 Corinthians 15:20-21 20 Therefore, we are ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us. We implore you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. 21 For our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.
Ephesians 2:10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.
John 14:11 Believe me that I am in the Father and the Father is in me, or else believe on account of the works themselves.
We are to be real, living flesh and blood illustrations of Christ.  Our lives should testify to the power of Christ and his grace.

III.  Boast in Christ alone

May our lives represent Him with great joy because our hearts are captured by who He is.  As His children our hearts need to recognize that He is the greatest treasure and most valuable thing we could ever have.  We need to recognize He has changed us and called us to Himself, has taken us, shaped us and given us life through His son.  Thus leading us to praise you O God with our lips because your love is better than life.
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
