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I Peter Series:  Live in Holiness

I Peter 1:13-25

I. A Call to Holiness:  Verses 13-16

· Prepare your minds-This is a call to be prepared to see God’s work and respond with instant obedience.
· Be sober minded & hope fully-This is a call to be spiritually alert!  Don’t fill your mind with intoxicating influences that may cause spiritual apathy and laziness.  Set your mind on the living hope you have in Jesus Christ.
· Be Holy as I am Holy-This is a call to commit yourself to godly living in all seasons of life.  Give yourself completely to the plan of God even in weakness and difficulty.
· God is the standard of holiness no one compares or is equal to him.  We are to be separate set apart from sin and whatever is evil.  We are to pursue holiness with confidence as children of God.
· Zechariah 8:17, Hebrews 1:9,12:1, 2 Corinthians 7:1, 1 Peter 2:11, 1 Samuel 2:2
II. A Call to Fear:  Verses 17-21

· Another motivation to live in holiness is the fear of God’s discipline. 
· This is an appropriate fear of living like our faith is not in God but other things.  We should fear living in a way that demonstrates God is an afterthought and not our satisfaction.  We should fear living as if the blood of Christ means nothing.
· This kind of fear should motivate us to pursue and live in holiness.
III. A Call to Love:  Verses 21-25

· Let love be the result of all the above.  We are called to reflect the love of Christ and we are to ooze that love on others because we are in awe of the love God has placed on us.
· We should love with a sincere, brotherly, earnest and pure love.  This means upholding, encouraging, praying, keeping each other accountable as we face life and trials.
· Our love needs to be active and committed to incarnate Christ’s love for no other reason than to boast in him.
· We can do all of this because our lives even in suffering are connected to eternal purposes that will never be quenched.  His word and truth remain forever.  It is in this our confident hope lies.  
· That is why we can live in hope, live in holiness, live in fear and love one another.  It is because of God’s great love for us.  Let us live in holiness.
