1 Peter 2:13-17

I. Submit for the Lords Sake:  Verses 13-14

· The Call: Be subject to every human institution!  We are to willingly submit to whatever authority God has placed in our lives.
· Authority is to be seen as something good God has put in place.  It is a structure God has ordained to carry out his sovereign plan.  
· The Key: We submit for the Lord’s sake.   We represent him to all including those in authority we may not agree with.  We are called to respond and engage with a spirit of humility.  We need to pray to that end.
· Romans 13:1-4, 1 Corinthians 4:7
II. Silence the Foolish:  Verses 15-16

· How do we respond to ignorance?  We simply do good as servants of God.
· True freedom is submitting to Christ’s will.  Peter warns us not to use our freedom as a license to sin.
· Human authority will never be perfect.  God will exercise his sovereign will in and through flawed/unjust human authority.  We obey and submit unless commanded to sin!
· Galatians 5:13-15, Philippians 2:10-11
III. Honor All: Verse 17

· Honor everyone-Treat all with respect don’t bite and devour.
· Love the brotherhood-Be particularly  gracious to fellow Christians,  give respect, serve, love and pray for one another
· Fear God-All deserve honor only God is to be feared!  Live in awe of his presence.  
· Honor the emperor-Be thankful and pray for the government.  Human authority is the visual authority of God
