Lamentations 3:1-16 (overview)

· Jeremiah questions the faithfulness of God.  

·  Jeremiah was experiencing great suffering and felt God had forsaken him.

Jeremiah’s Hope Emerges

Lamentations 3:17-21 
· Key Verse 18 so I say, “My endurance has perished; so has my hope from the Lord.”  

· Gone were Jeremiah’s peace, happiness and confidence in God.  

· Bitterness had overtaken him.  Yet it slowly turned to a remembrance of God’s mercies.

Have you ever been there?  Has your confidence and will to persevere ever waivered to the point of giving up?
God’s Never Ending Mercies

Lamentations 3:22-24

· The stronghold for the afflicted: God’s grace, God’s mercies and God’s faithfulness

· When Jeremiah said “Great is thy Faithfulness” it didn’t come after he experienced a blessing from God it came when nothing seemed possible, hopeful or comforting!  Jeremiah in the midst of tremendous pain was affirming his faith.

Hope in the Goodness and Mercies of God

Lamentations 3:31-33
· Hope in the truth: Grief will not last forever
· Hope in the truth: The Lord’s compassion outweighs any sorrow he sends
· Hope in the truth:  The Lord does not send affliction willingly
“The Lord is my portion,” says my soul, “therefore I will hope in him.”  Lamentations 3:24
