Jesus our Advocate

· I John 2:1-6
· John 17, Luke 12:8 & Romans 8:34- Jesus acknowledges us before God and intercedes on our behalf.

· What’s so great about Jesus?  Jesus is our propitiation, he bore God’s wrath and because of that can be our advocate taking up our cause in the presence of God.

· He does not plead our innocence; he acknowledges our guilt and presents his sacrifice as the grounds of our acquittal.
