Exhibit A: Paul

· 1 Timothy 1:12-17

· Verse 15 gives the reason for Christmas.  It is the core of the gospel “Jesus came to save sinners”.

· Paul was the chief of sinners, the worst of sinners.  God in his mercy did not give Paul what he deserved.   God in his grace through Jesus Christ gave him what he did not deserve.

· Acts 9:26-28

· Jesus our savior can take a life of destruction and turn it into a life of purpose and passion for the glory of God.

Why Jesus Came to Earth?

· Paul’s life testifies to the reason Jesus was born, lived, died and rose again.

· Jesus came to save sinners.  Not just to set an example but to salvage sinners from spiritual destitution.  He came not to call the righteous but sinners to repentance.  

· John 1:14, Matthew 9:13, Luke 19:10

Do you see a need for Jesus?

· Jeremiah 29:13, Acts 9:9, Isaiah 43:25, Psalm 103:12

· Have you experienced the heart change Paul experienced?  Christmas is God’s message that change is a gift.  The gift of change is Jesus our savior.

· Why did Christ choose the chief of sinners, the chief persecutor to become the chief missionary of the church?  He did it so you and I can grasp the message of Christmas-that Jesus is our savior and no one who trusts in him is beyond the reach of change.

· When we trust Jesus he forgives sins & no longer holds them against us!

Jesus Our Savior:

· What’s so great about Jesus?  He is our servant king, He is our advocate and He is our savior!

· Jesus came into the world to save sinners.  That is why we celebrate Christmas.

· All of us are in need of a savior, someone to reconcile us to God!  Is your hope and confidence this Christmas placed in the one who was born and came to earth for sinners-Jesus our savior
