· James and John desired to experience greatness with Christ yet they misunderstood the meaning of the cup and baptism.

· Mark 14:36

· The remaining disciples became resentful because they also desired greatness and honor.

Greatness Defined:  Verses 44-45
· Whoever wishes to be great must first be a servant and a slave to all!

· Jesus himself defines true greatness and the heart of Christianity:  Christ came to serve and not to be served and to give his life as a ransom for many.

· This is not just a call for disciples to serve Christ but a call to be served by Christ.
· Acts 17:25, John 15:5

· We must trust Jesus to serve us and abide in him.  Apart from Jesus we can do nothing!
· Jesus says I have come not to be served but to serve and give my life as a ransom for many!  That is true greatness.  That is what sets Christianity apart from any other religion.
Are You of the Many? Verse 45

· Who are the many?  How do you know you are one of the many? 

· John 15:13-14

· Jesus says “you are a friend if you do what I command”!  This is not how you become a friend this is the way you act when you are a friend.  
· It is the evidence that you were ransomed by Jesus!  Jesus came in search of those who would trust him as their savior, forgiver, satisfaction and supplier of all things.  

· Jesus defined greatness.  Jesus became a servant of all and gave his life as a ransom for many.  He sits at the right hand of God as our king serving us, supplying our needs and giving us hope to the end that God is glorified!
